v.50 Did the noble man believe in Jesus at this point?  A: no, see v.53 
 
v.53 What impact did the healing have on the man's family? 
 
    What power or ability did Jesus exhibit?  see Exo. 15:26 
 
    What was defective or lacking in the noble man's life?  A: see v.48 
 
    Have you ever talked to someone who would not believe unless he/she saw a miracle 
first?  pathetic
